Romantic diva of Viét-Nam

Before becoming who she is, this diva, Hong Nhung had all her
childhood and youth in Hanoi. She was known as one of the little gals
whose name is "Bdng (or the Goby )". It was no surprise to see her
regain all her inspiration, profound feelings toward her native city, her
romantic sensitivity and her emotionalism the first day ( 1988 ) when
she sang Hoang Hiép's song "Nh&' V& Ha Néi ( Recollection of Hanoi ) "
which allowed her to conquer the Hanoian public and become a few
years later the most romantic singer of Vietnam. It's was Hanoi that
gave me this emotionalism, she admitted during an interview with
journalist Hai Ngoc of The Courrier of Vietnam.

Emigrating to Saigon in 1990, she was afraid of being a foreigner in
this boiling city of the South. She did not hide her emotion and joy to
be able to easily conquer the Saigonese public during a musical
performance at the club Tiéng To Pdng ( Pong Khéi street ).

Her success was immediate. She became not only the singer who
possesses a golden voice but also a romantic heart for her Saigonese
fans. Her fame kept growing since she had been the late talented Trinh
Cong Son's protegee and egeria.The latter has composed just for her a
beautiful song entitled "Béng oi Bong (Béng Béng i (No longer a
goby, Béng has become woman )". It was then a new turn of her life.
She became the accredited singer of all Trinh Cong Son's songs in
Vietnam (1991-1995). With her impressive and porweful voice, her



love songs, her particularity of always wearing white clothes and her
attractive grace, she kept blowing and inflaming the public whenever
she showed up on the stage. This is worth giving her the name " the
lark coming from Hanoi".
